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Abstract

Title: Sexual values and factors related to sexual values of teenagers
in Phayao Province.

This survey research aimed to explore sexual values and to test factors related
with sexual values of teenagers in Amphur Muang, Phayao province. Participants
included 325 teenagers studying in secondary school (Matayhom 1 and Matayhom 4)
in Amphur Muang, Phyao. Data obtained from a structured survey schedule. Then,
demographic data were analyzed by using basic statistics such as percentage; in
addition, factors related to sexual value were tested by the Chi-square test.

Findings indicate that majority of teenagers had sexual value score at the risk
level with 79.4%, followed by 12.6% of them had high risk score of sexual values.
Only 8 % of teenagers were no risk'seore of sexual values. All components of sexual
values questionnaire were in the risk level. The social learning part had the highest
percentage of risk level with 44.6, followed by drug addiction part with 20.3%, media
consumption part with 18.5%, sexual relations 18.5% and sexual behavior with 15.1%
respectively.

Among irregular sexual values, over a half of teenagers had no risk level with
53.5%, followed by risk level with 38.8% and high risk level with 7.7%. For the
detail of iﬁ@gular_ sexual values found that all parts of it were no risk Score. The

highest score of ié vas‘gounting the number of sexual relationgWith, 17.5%, followed
by changin'gtee_n gers aﬂzxual partners with™9.5% and sexual violence at 7.7 %.

It found that gender, education, earn per week; and pattern far look after were
significantly related-with sexual'values with P-value < 0.05.

Research suggests that teenagers had risk-and-high Tisk level of sexual values.
Moreover, they tend to have the opportunity of inappropriate sexual behaviors.
Therefore, parents, schools and social should promote appropriate sexual behaviors
for teenagers.
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
